Summer Private Lessons
Students are encouraged to take private lessons from an adult or a high school student over the summer.  Most lessons are scheduled for 30 minutes; however, you could request a 45 minute lesson.  Most adults teach in their homes in McFarland or surrounding communities.  The High School students will be available to teach at the High School in the music area.  Even if you are only able to take “three lessons” over the summer it is beneficial to sign up.  Most teachers’ schedules are a little more flexible for absences in the summer.  It doesn’t hurt to ask and find out what is possible. However, teachers may have you pay for intended lessons at the first lesson.  When contacting any of the teachers for lessons, please leave a message.  Most teachers do not answer their phone while they are teaching.  If you are emailing a teacher, please put “Private lesson information” in the subject box so they know to open the email. 
Lessons given by high school students are $5 per half hour lesson, collected by Mrs. Hershey at the first lesson (cash or check to McFarland School District). Lessons given by adults are according to their own fee schedule.  Please contact them directly.
