Greetings from the orchestra room at Waubesa Intermediate School. 

WHEN 5th Grade ORCHESTRA MEETS
Students may start this summer during summer orchestra.  Aug 6-10 and 13-16. 
Orchestra meets twice during the week.  Once for a small group lesson that is primarily by instrument type and also as a full group orchestra.  Full group is every Thursday and lessons are set on a specific day either before school (7:25 – 8:00) or from 8:00 – 8:40 during the spotlight time.
CONCERTS

We give three formal concerts each year: January, March and May.  We also give a “caroling” concert at WIS where students perform for classrooms around the building.
5th grade students will be coming home with a biweekly “practice/information sheet.”  This practice sheet will give you lots of information and aid you in keeping track of practice time.  Please ask to see the “practice/information” sheet.

COMMITMENT
Students are expected to stay with the class for the full year.  Orchestra is a challenging and rewarding class to take.  I have never heard anyone say, “I wish I had never played the cello.”  To be a successful string player the students must practice on a regular basis and stay positive regarding their continued progress.   I recommend 5 days a week for 10 minutes to start and moving up to 25 or 30 as they progress.  Students need to keep a positive attitude.  This is new and they won’t be perfect to start.

Parents are requested to remain positive and supportive of the sounds that they will hear as we start.  It is difficult to be a beginning string player!  Try to allow them a quiet space to practice.  Encourage your student as much as possible.
